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Background: In July 2014, the Center for Medicaid and CHIP Services (CMCS) launched a
Maternal and Infant Health Initiative (MIHI) in collaboration with states to: 1) increase the rate
and content of postpartum visits; and 2) increase the use of effective methods of contraception
among all women in Medicaid and CHIP. This initiative builds on the work of an Expert Panel
that identified strategies CMS and states could undertake to improve maternal and infant
outcomes in Medicaid and CHIP.

Grant opportunity: This opportunity is designed to support state efforts to collect and report
data to CMCS on a new developmental quality measure to assess progress on the second MIHI
goal. The developmental measure, Use of Contraceptive Methods by Women, is helpful in efforts
to improve pregnancy planning and birth spacing. Additional details on the measure can be

Number of awards: This funding opportunity is a four year grant to support 13 states and one
US Territory in collecting and reporting data for the developmental contraceptive utilization

measure.

Funding: Each of the 14 recipients were eligible to receive up to $400,000 total for the four
years, assuming satisfactory performance, defined as submission of annual measure data.
Funding for these grants comes from the Affordable Care Act.
