accordance to the Affordable Care Act.

Please be informed that this State:Plan .Amendment was approved on today with an effective date
January 1, 2014.  We are enclosing the summary page `(formerly 'CMS 179) and the amended
plan page( s).

We note that the State' s responsejo the Request for Additional Information( RAI), dated May 7,
2014, outlines the final corrective action plan to,address the State' s' compliance with 1137( d) of

the Social Security Act"that requires the state furnish benefits to individuals who are otherwise
eligible pending verification of citizenship or satisfactory immigration status: According to the
May 7, 2014 response, the State has implemented phase 1 and 2 of their corrective action plan
and is currently furnishing benefits to individuals pending verification of satisfactory
immigration status during a 90 dayreasonable opportunity,period. We do not require any further
action on the part ofthe State in relation to the approval of this=state plan amendment. However,

as outlined in phase three of the final corrective action plan, the State will.build system interfaces

for Steps 2 and 3 of the SAVE system in order to verify satisfactory immigration status. The state
has committed to°integrating the' Steps 2 and 3- of'SAVE into their eligibility system and to
modifying their verification process to send requests to individuals for paper documentation of
satisfactory immigration status only after°the electronic process-has been exhausted as required
under rules,: no later than September 2015. As discussed, the State will need to submit a Hub

Waiver and update their APD process mitigation plan to continue to track and implement the
remainder of the' corrective action plan.
