	SUDExecutiveSummary: Throughout DY5, Louisiana received feedback and guidance from CMS related to the application to extend the 1115 waiver demonstration. The state consulted with CMS regarding compliance with the transparency requirements, and Louisiana submitted the renewal application and appendices to CMS on May 16, 2022. On December 2, 2022, CMS approved Louisiana’s request to extend the Healthy Louisiana Substance Use Disorder 1115 Demonstration. The approval is effective January 1, 2023 through December 31, 2027.  In addition to the approval, CMS sent the updated Special Terms and Conditions (STCs) for Louisiana’s second 5-year waiver period.

During DY5 Q3, LDH received comments and feedback from CMS on the Interim Evaluation Report originally submitted December 2021. CMS and LDH discussed the feedback, and LDH resubmitted the revised Interim Evaluation Report to CMS on November 11, 2022. Final approval of the Interim Evaluation Report is currently pending.

LDH held its annual public forum on Wednesday, November 16, 2022. The public forum allowed the public an opportunity to provide comments and feedback on the progress of the Healthy Louisiana Substance Use Disorder 1115 Demonstration Waiver.

On December 12, 2023, CMS submitted feedback on Louisiana’s DY4Q2 through DY5Q4 monitoring reports. Upon review on this feedback, OBH determined that rerunning data using new query logic based on version 5 of the technical specifications would provide more accurate results for CMS. Per CMS’s guidance, the revised Part A workbooks for DY4Q2 through DY5Q4 are individually resubmitted into PMDA, and one revised mega DY5Q4 Part B workbook is resubmitted to provide annual trend analysis for all applicable metrics for the resubmitted reports.  

Louisiana Medicaid records can be subject to retroactive enrollment and retroactive disenrollment from Medicaid eligibility, so slightly different counts of Medicaid eligible persons is expected each time a data query is run due to retroactive eligibility processing. However, during the COVID-19 Public Health Emergency (PHE), Medicaid members did not lose coverage for any reason other than death, permanently moving out of state, or requesting an end to their coverage.

Trend analysis for each metric is provided as follows:

Metric 2 – The data fluctuates month to month, with essentially no change from an annual trend perspective because the average for both years is approximately 6200. Increases can be attributed to the use of telehealth services and plateauing COVID-19 cases (with occasional surges) and availability of vaccinations increasing comfort levels to present for onsite care.

Metric 3 – The PHE disenrollment restrictions and an expansion of telehealth in March 2020 contributed to an increased access to treatment from 2020 through beginning of 2021 until the data steadies.

Metric 4 – Similar to metric 3, the PHE disenrollment restrictions and an expansion of telehealth in March 2020 contributed to an increased access to treatment resulting in a steady 3.6% increase for 2020 and 2021

Metric 5 – The Medicaid disenrollment restrictions allowed for increased access to IMD services in 2021.

Metric 6 – The data shows a slight increase over time. Increases can be attributed to the use of telehealth services and plateauing COVID-19 cases (with occasional surges) and availability of vaccinations increasing comfort levels to present for onsite care.

For metrics #7, 8, 9, and 10, Appendix E in the technical specifications includes two priority filter tables that modify result counts. Table E.1 provides hierarchy instructions for conditions where some service codes overlap between metrics #7-10 specifications; table E.2 provides a different set of hierarchy instructions for same-day from same billing provider conditions for metrics #7-10.

Metric 7 – ASAM 0.5 (Early Intervention) is not currently covered by Medicaid, contributing to the extremely low number of persons receiving this service and any corresponding positive or negative trends for this metric.  

Metric 8 – Increases can be attributed to the use of telehealth services and plateauing COVID-19 cases (with occasional surges) and availability of vaccinations increasing comfort levels to present for onsite care.  In addition, positive trends were observed due to ongoing virtual outreach strategies to enhance community knowledge about available services and ongoing trainings to providers and the community about available services for SUD and OUD.

Metric 9 – Data shows an overall slight increase, with monthly fluctuations due to COVID-19. Increases can be attributed to the use of telehealth services and plateauing COVID-19 cases (with occasional surges) and availability of vaccinations increasing comfort levels to present for onsite care.  In addition, positive trends were observed due to ongoing virtual outreach strategies to enhance community knowledge about available services and ongoing trainings to providers and the community about available services for SUD and OUD.

Metric 10 – Data shows a slight increase, although residential services were impacted from the Delta surge of the COVID-19 pandemic. 

Metric 11 – Data shows a slight increase, although withdrawal management services were impacted from the Delta surge of the COVID-19 pandemic.

Metric 12 –Although Louisiana experienced several peaks during the PHE, especially with the Delta variant surge in Q3 of 2021, beneficiaries were still getting prescriptions filled for MAT medications leading to the increases for this metric.

Metrics 13 and 14– Previous query logic counted providers for metric #13 and #14 by counting Rendering Provider NPI values; the updated query logic includes modifications to address an issue where some records did not include a Rendering Provider NPI value. The new logic uses a Medicaid Provider ID when the NPI is not present, and it also includes a deduplication process where the Medicaid Provider ID is cross referenced to NPI so that the same provider is only counted once. The positive trend can be attributed to the use of telehealth services and ongoing virtual outreach strategies to enhance community knowledge about available services and ongoing trainings to providers and the community about available services for SUD and OUD. 

Metric 15 – The MY 2020 data is correct as previously submitted. The vendor calculating metric 15 for LDH sent revised data for MY 2019 with this reason for the updated metric 15 data: “Updated IET rates that were provided for CMS Adult Core Set reporting (subsequent to 1115 Waiver submission) after receiving clarification from NCQA about index episodes.” The positive changes seen from 2019 to 2020 correspond to seven of the eight IET (metric 15) cohorts increasing each year from MY 2018 through MY 2020.  This is consistent with the efforts from and with the SUD-specific MCO performance improvement project during 2019-2020 focused on working with our managed care organizations to identify barriers and corresponding interventions to increase the IET rates.

Metrics 23, 24, and 25 – Definitively correlating a substance use disorder to an Emergency Department visit or inpatient stay is not possible where the metrics specifications indicate the capture of any SUD diagnosis at any position on the claim. Any positive or negative trend observed in these metrics may, or may not, have been related to a substance use disorder.

Metric 27 – The previously-submitted overdose count (Metric 26) was confirmed by LDH’s Office of Public Health, so the resubmitted data for Metric 27 was due to changes in the denominator, which is likely due to retroactive Medicaid eligibility processing.

Metric 36 – The slight increase in ALOS in IMDs could be attributed to more members accessing services or levels of care with longer ALOS (residential treatment) relative to levels of care with shorter ALOS (3.7-WM and 4-WM).  Another possible contributing factor is reports of some members in withdrawal management from fentanyl needing a few more days to successfully withdraw from fentanyl as it is a lipophilic substance.

Metric 10 – During this reporting period for metric 10, residential and inpatient services, the numerator increased by 165 members for a 6.20% increase.  This increase may be partially attributable to some members in IOP needing a higher level of care.

Metric 12 – This metric increased by 282 members for a 2.54% increase.  Recent covid-related supplemental federal funding in addition to state opioid response efforts have contributed to increased access to MOUD.
The state designated the metric 12 target to increase for both the annual target and demonstration target at the beginning of the demonstration.  According to monthly data trends, this metric is currently not at risk as it has increased 110.87% from January of 2018 (6,020 members) through September of 2022 (11,450 members).
	SUD2_2_1_iStateResponse: Throughout DY5, OBH continued to implement ongoing workforce development initiatives to provide virtual training and education on Medications for Opioid Use Disorder (MOUD) to physicians and clinicians statewide. Louisiana has continued partnership with Tulane University to offer the Extension for Community Health Outcomes (ECHO) Project, which is a virtual online professional development series for educators, University Fellow Programs, physicians, clinicians, BH providers and private practitioners. In Q3, OBH participated in the 2022 LASACT conference (July 31- August 3, 2022) with identified presenters and evidence-based training topics in the areas of opioid use prevention, intervention, treatment and recovery. OBH and LASACT selected presenters for the prevention, treatment and recovery tracks.

In addition, OBH, in partnership with the LGEs, continued use of outreach mobile teams, which consist of a Licensed Mental Health Professional (LMHP), Nurse and a Peer Support Specialist.  These teams provide education on MOUD, Narcan distribution and Screening, Brief Intervention and Referral to MOUD specialty treatment services. 

OBH has continued efforts and partnerships with Louisiana State University Health Science Center to expand access to MOUD services with Office Based Opioid Treatment (OBOT) Programs. LaSOR 2.0 is operable and has continued to recruit new OBOT providers to expand access to care. LaSOR 3.0 began on September 30, 2022 and will expand on current LaSOR 2.0 initiatives.

In DY5, OBH released a Request for Application (RFA) to select two new Opioid Treatment providers in the highest hit opioid overdose areas of the state which are Washington and Terrebonne Parishes.  During DY5 Q1, Behavioral Health Group was selected in both areas of the state, with an anticipated launching date of June 30, 2022; however, during DY5 Q2 there were construction delays due to hurricanes and the COVID pandemic. The newly established launching date in Terrebonne parish is January 2023.  In DY5 Q4 the other OTP continues to be delayed due to the city of Bogalusa’s emergency moratorium preventing the establishment of an OTP.  Currently the OTP provider is exploring other location options.

Furthermore, during DY5 Q1 the Louisiana Department of Health (LDH) Office of Behavioral Health (OBH) selected Behavioral Health Group (Shreveport) and BAART/BayMark (Hammond) to provide either 24/7 services or extended hours (i.e., open in the evenings or over the weekend).  During DY5 Q2, OBH started the contracting process with both providers.  Contracts for both providers were approved in DY5 Q3 and services began in those areas in a phased approach. As of DY5 Q4, these service providers continue the phased approach to implementing 24/7 or extended hour services.

These Hubs provide treatment to persons with severe OUD by use of methadone maintenance. OBH is also conducting outreach to Spokes, which are identified as Office Based Treatment Programs (OBOTs) that will address the needs of person with moderate to mild OUD. 

In DY5, Louisiana continued implementation of the Louisiana State Opioid Response Grant 2.0, to expand access to treatment for persons suffering or impacted by the Opioid Epidemic and those with Stimulant Use Disorder. OBH was awarded a No Cost Extension for LaSOR 2.0, extending the end date to September 29, 2023. OBH was also awarded the 2-year LaSOR 3.0 grant which began September 30, 2022.  Funding for this grant will used to expand and enhance LaSOR 2.0 initiatives. Planning started for a harm reduction hub for stakeholders to register for participation to have increased access to Narcan and other harm reduction tools.  Partial launch of the harm reduction hub is planned for early 2023.
